Such a sense of distance, 
separation, and distinctiveness in an educational model based on these concepts and starting from 
scratch, leaves you no different from a team entering the field with a penalty, and you're not even 
playing away! The match is in your own field, the stands and fans are yours, but from the first whistle, 
you start dribbling with a -1 point. Why? Because you are left facing an educational model that 
burdens you with the feeling that you don't have enough equipment to enter the relentless 
competition within the world of knowledge and communication. 
 
This book is quite different from many others I have seen! It not only facilitates your process of 
learning English, equalizing your load with your opponent, and also provides you with the power to 
take advantage of playing the game in your own field, in front of your own fans. 
 
What sets this book apart from others is that it shows you that English is not a 'very foreign' language 
to Turkish, and learning English is not as distant and difficult as it is feared to be. While examining 
this very clearly with vivid examples, it ensures memorability with exams, questions and their keys.
